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MURRAY STATE UNIVERSITY


STUDENT JUDICIAL BOARD BY-LAWS
NAME:  The judicial branch of the Student Government Association shall be known as the Murray State University Student Judicial Board.

JURISDICTION:  The Judicial Board shall have the power to hold hearings and to render final decisions and interpretations in cases brought to it by students, faculty or administrators involving the Constitution of the Student Government Association, traffic violation appeals and shall serve on the University Judicial Board in cases involving the Code of Conduct.

SECTION   I:  CONDITIONS AND TERMS OF OFFICE

Student Judicial Board members shall be sworn in before/at the 
beginning of the fall academic semester by the President of 
the University and shall serve for a period of one (l) academic year.
Persons appointed shall assume the full duties and responsibilities to their respective office at the first regular meeting following their appointment.  Persons appointed also must meet the requirement of Junior Class status as stated in the SGA Constitution.
SECTION  II:  CONDUCT OF HEARING

The Student Judicial Board shall conduct a hearing on a case upon submittal of online case form specifying the nature of the case.  
Application for cases shall be made available to students on their MyGate account online.

The Student Judicial Board, by simple majority of a quorum shall decide, based on if the case is appealable whether to hear a case.  Should the Student Judicial Board decide to hear a case, it must be placed on the docket immediately and the case must be heard within 14 days of the said offense.

The appellant shall have the right to a public hearing, to be informed of the nature and the cause of the violation against him/her, to confront opposing witnesses, and to have witnesses in his/her own behalf.  Notification of hearing date shall occur within three (3) days upon receipt of the case application, and shall be made by the Chairman of the Board.  The appellant shall then have a minimum of seven (7) days in order to prepare his case.

The Student Judicial Board shall reach a decision on all cases 
by a majority vote of a quorum on the hearing date, or may postpone a ruling until the following hearing if the Board 
deems necessary.  A quorum shall consist of five (5) of 
the seven (7) members.  A quorum of the members shall be 
required at a hearing in order for the hearing to occur.

The appellant shall be notified of his/her case result electronically through e-mail; this shall include a fully typed statement explaining the approval or rejection of the case.  In the case of traffic 
appeals, the Campus Security Director shall also be notified.  
In the instance of a two (2) party case, the second party shall also be notified.  All decisions of the Student Judicial Board are final and will not be reconsidered.

SECTION III.  FACULTY/STAFF ADVISOR

The faculty/staff advisor shall be selected by the Student Judicial 
Board.  The advisor shall serve a minimum term of one (1) year, 
concurrent with the term of the Board members and shall sign 
all case applications and decisions.  

SECTION  IV.
REMOVAL OF STUDENT JUDICIAL BOARD MEMBERS


Grounds for automatic removal from office shall be:


-Change of status from full-time to part-time student.

-Failure to meet qualification requirements (as specified in 
 the S.G.A. Constitution) during their term of office.


-Withdrawal from the University.


-Violation of the University Code of Conduct.

-Unexcused absences from two (2) meetings and/or hearings per academic year as recorded and determined by the Chairman of the Board.  A two thirds (2/3) vote by the Student Judicial Board shall be required in the case of removal due to absences.

SECTION   V.
FILLING VACANCIES OF OFFICE


Vacant positions shall be filled by appointment by the 
President of the University from the alternate candidates.

In the case that the remaining nominees do not qualify, the Student Senate will solicit applications through publication of the vacancy for a minimum of one (1) academic week.  The applications shall meet the qualification requirements as stated in the S.G.A. Constitution and the Murray State University Judicial Board By-Laws.  The Senate shall select nominees and submit the names to the President of the 


University for selection and appointment.

S.G.A. CONSTITUTION CHANGES
ADDITION OF ARTICLE IV, SECTIONS VII, VIII AND IX.

SECTION   II.
The appellant shall be notified of his case result                by mail; this shall include a full written                        statement explaining the approval or rejection of                 the case.  In the case of traffic appeals, the                    Campus Security Director shall also be notified.                  In the instance of a two (2) party case, the second                party shall also be notified.  All decisions of the                Student Judicial Board are final and will not be                  reconsidered.

SECTION  VII.
The chairman of the Judicial Board will be 


responsible for a report to the Senate following 

each Judicial Board hearing.

SECTION VIII.
The Judicial Board shall be required to advertise 



their meetings one (1) week in advance.

SECTION   IX.
The Judicial Board shall meet twice a month or 



whenever two (2) members of the Judicial Board 



request a meeting of the chairman.
